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NCARB GRANT FOR THE INTEGRATION OF PRACTICE AND EDUCATION IN THE ACADEMY

The National Council of Architectural Registration Boards (NCARB) announces the 2011 NCARB
Grant schedule and invites submission of proposals. A total of $75,000 will be available for up to
seven awards to support new for-credit curricular initiatives that integrate practice and education
in the academy, raise awareness of the architect’s responsibility for the public health, safety, and
welfare, and address specific criteria of the 2011 NCARB Grant Program outlined inside.
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THE NCARB GRANT

The NCARB Grant supports the creation and implementa-
tion of new methods to integrate practice and education
in the academy. It supports architecture schools’ efforts

to create academic initiatives that will have a long-term,
ongoing impact on architecture students, faculty, and the
curriculum by integrating practice and education in the
academy and raising awareness about issues central to
practice.

The NCARB Grant provides funding for development of
initiatives that have not yet been implemented. The intent
of the NCARB Grant Program is to support new initiatives
that increase the connection between practice and educa-
tion through means that are more innovative and creative
than schools may be able to initially afford on their own
and to encourage architecture schools to:

« Involve non-faculty architect practitioners in
the education of students in significant and
meaningful ways,

- Explore different venues or innovative curricular
initiatives and methods to integrate practice and
education, and

« Develop these initiatives into ongoing for-credit
curricular programs.

The NCARB Grant also seeks to support development of
models of integrating practice and education that can be
adapted by other schools.

Over the past 10 years, NCARB has awarded over
$680,000 to architecture schools through the NCARB
Grant and the NCARB Prize to support and recognize
the creative integration of practice and education in
the academy. While previous projects provide mod-
els of successful programs, proposals for the NCARB
Grant are not limited to these types of projects. It is
important to assess appropriate elements of each pro-
gram, specific requirements for the program year, and
individual circumstances and needs. Development of
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proposals that achieve NCARB Grant objectives in
new, innovative, and creative ways are encouraged.

Proposal Submission Deadline

NCARB Grant and NCARB Prize

The NCARB Grant for the Integration of Practice and
Education in the Academy was initiated in 2006 to ad-
dress the need for support to create educational initia-
tives that integrate practice and education. It was created
to support efforts that, for a variety of reasons, have not
materialized into for-credit curricular activities.

The NCARB Grant expanded the focus on the NCARB
Prize Program, initiated in 2001 in response to the
Carnegie Foundation for the Advancement of Teaching’s
report, Building Community: A New Future for Architec-
ture Education and Practice (The Boyer Report). The
NCARB Prize for Creative Integration of Practice and
Education in the Academy was designed to showcase
and reward diverse programs and activities that integrate
practice and education in an academic setting. NCARB
celebrated the 10th and final year of the NCARB Prize

in 2011 and is continuing to support the academy’s

efforts to integrate practice and education with increased
emphasis on the NCARB Grant. Response to both pro-
grams demonstrates that they are highly valued and have
increased the integration of practice and education in
academic settings.
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Eligibility

Faculty members in architecture schools that are located
in one of NCARB's 54 Member Board jurisdictions and
that have a program that is accredited by the National
Architectural Accrediting Board (NAAB) or a program
that is a candidate for NAAB accreditation are eligible
to submit proposals.

There are no restrictions on the type of project that may
be proposed. Projects do not have to be studio-based or
design-based; projects do not have to result in a building
project, a design project, or a built project, and non-design
and non-studio projects such as classroom-, laboratory-,
and seminar-based projects are eligible for submission as
long as they respond to the 2011 NCARB Grant Program
objectives and meet all eligibility requirements includ-

ing involvement of non-faculty architect practitioners in
significant and meaningful ways.

Previous NCARB Grant recipients may not submit the
same or similar proposal. Proposals submitted previously
that were not awarded a grant may be resubmitted.

Faculty members may submit more than one proposal.
Each proposal must be limited to one project or initiative.
Proposals that include more than one project or initiative
will not be accepted and multiple proposals for the same
project or initiative will not be accepted. Proposals are
required to conform to specific program requirements,
proposal requirements, and format and submission re-
quirements.

There is no restriction on the faculty member’s appoint-
ment level or designation; they may be full-time, part-time,
or adjunct. Multiple faculty members in the architecture
school may submit a joint project. Joint projects between
faculty members in different academic departments may
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be submitted as long as one of the faculty members
submitting the proposal is a faculty member in the
architecture school. Faculty members may submit a joint
proposal with faculty members from other academic insti-
tutions as long as at least one of the project directors from
each institution is a faculty member in each institution’s ar-
chitecture school. Faculty members from other academic
departments may also be involved as co-project directors.

Faculty members should note that, if awarded a Grant,
projects are required to begin development in January
2012 and the class/seminar/studio should be offered no
later than the 2012 fall term; visiting faculty members
should confirm that this can be accommodated during
their appointment period.

Proposals should not be anonymous; proposals and
individual documents of the proposals such as the propos-
al abstract, description, and budget form may contain the
names of institutions, project directors, and non-faculty
architect practitioners, etc.

Review and Assessment Criteria

Assessment of proposals submitted for the 2011 NCARB
Grant will be based upon the proposal’s effectiveness in
integrating practice and education in the academy and
meeting the following objectives:

« Integration of non-faculty architect practitioners in
the education of students in significant and
meaningful ways’

- Creation of innovative concepts and methods to
integrate practice and education

+ Achievement of immediate and continuing impact
on student education and development and the
architecture curriculum

+ Recognition of and response to specific needs of
the students, the school, the profession, and
institutional constraints

Non-faculty architect practitioners must hold current registration in a U.S. jurisdiction (a list of current registration requirements and links to all 54

U.S. jurisdictions’ registration boards is available on the NCARB website at http://ncarb.org/stateboards/index.html). Non-faculty architect practitio-
ners are not required to be registered in the same jurisdiction in which the architecture school is located and non-faculty architect practitioners are
not required to be in the same physical location as the architecture school as long as means to ensure the involvement of the non-faculty architect
practitioners are evident. Non-faculty architect practitioners may not include any faculty members (adjunct, visiting, part-time, or full-time). Verifica-
tion of all non-faculty architect practitioners’ registration status must be provided (see program requirements, proposal requirements, and format

and submission requirements).
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- Effectiveness in raising awareness of the architect’s
responsibility for the public health, safety, and welfare

- Effectiveness in raising awareness about issues
central to practice

- Effectiveness in responding to relevant issues identi-
fied in the 2007 Practice Analysis of Architecture and
in Building Community: A New Future for Architecture
Education and Practice (The Boyer Report) as they
relate to specific needs and criteria

« Likelihood of the project to serve as a model and
to be adapted and/or adopted by other faculty and
other architecture schools

NCARB welcomes the submission of proposals that
respond to these challenges to promote the integration
of the practice of architecture with the education of
future architects.

Resources

Project directors and architecture schools interested in
submitting proposals for the 2011 NCARB Grant are en-
couraged to study issues central to the architect’s respon-
sibility for the public health, safety, and welfare, issues
central to practice, and issues identified in the 2007 Prac-
tice Analysis of Architecture, the NCARB Position Paper
for the NAAB 2008 Accreditation Review Conference, and
Building Community: A New Future for Architecture Edu-
cation and Practice. These provide examples of specific
areas in which the academy can bridge the gulf between
education and practice to better prepare students for
internship and future careers as architects.

The National Council of Architectural Registration Boards
protects the public health, safety, and welfare by leading
the regulation of the practice of architecture through the
development and application of standards for licensure
and credentialing of architects. Architects are the primary
building professional responsible for the public health,
safety, and welfare. NCARB is committed to increasing

an understanding of this responsibility among the public,
the profession, and the academy.

To support its mission and development and administra-
tion of the Architect Registration Examination® (ARE®
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and the Intern Development Program (IDP) and to guide
its education-related initiatives, NCARB regularly con-
ducts a practice analysis of the architecture profession.
The practice analysis obtains psychometrically valid and
legally defensible data about the tasks performed by
architects and the knowledge and skills necessary to
adequately perform those tasks.

NCARB’s most recent practice analysis underscored the
findings of The Boyer Report and identified specific ex-
amples of the disparity between practice and education.
The 2007 Practice Analysis of Architecture identified five
domains and over 100 knowledge/skills that the architec-
ture profession rated as important for recently licensed
architects practicing independently. Seventeen knowl-
edge/skills were identified as being acquired after licen-
sure, despite the fact that all were designated as essential
for recently licensed architects practicing independently.

NCARB noted in the NCARB Position Paper for the
NAAB 2008 Accreditation Review Conference that 12
of these knowledge/skills that are currently being ac-
quired after licensure would be most appropriately and
effectively addressed at the educational stage of an
architect’s development:

Budget Restrictions

NCARB Grant funds are to be specifically used to sup-
port activities and initiatives that result in the integration
of practice and education in the academy.

NCARB Grant funds may be used for the following items,
including, but not limited to:

« Faculty release time to create the program; however,
the course and course activities are required to be
part of faculty teaching load when initiated

+ New equipment and technology such as hardware,
software, etc., providing interconnectivity with non-
faculty architect practitioners

« Expendable materials such as building materials,
model materials, office supplies, printing and
copying costs.

« Publication related to the project to encourage
adaption and development of similar projects

« Travel and per diem for non-faculty architect
practitioners, students, faculty, and consultants

« Honoraria for non-faculty architect practitioners
and consultants

Funds may not be used for any of the following:
« Institutional indirect and/or overhead costs
- Salary for faculty, adjunct faculty, or visiting
faculty to teach the proposed course
- Expenses for existing courses
« Individual faculty enhancement activities

Project directors are encouraged to seek and obtain fund-
ing from other sources, matching funding, and cost-share
to ensure successful achievement of project objectives;
however, this is not required. If other sources of fund-

ing, matching funding, or cost-share are available for the
project, a description of the amount, source, and payment
schedule should be included in the proposal budget.

If proposed project expenses exceed the total budget
amount requested, an explanation of the source that will
provide the additional funding should be included.

Funds should be allocated to achieve the maximum

benefit to students, the architecture curriculum, and the
architecture program. Consideration should be given

to alternative effective methods of allocating and using
funds and other resources to achieve the greatest benefit.
For example, alternatives to long-distance travel such as
video/web conferences and involvement of local non-
faculty architect practitioners are often a more effective
use of funds and resources and achieve greater benefit.
Funds are not intended for individual faculty enhance-
ment activities.

In the event that a project submitted by co-directors
in different departments within the same institutions is
awarded a grant, funds will be paid to the architecture
school. In the event that a project submitted by co-
directors in different institutions is awarded a grant,
funds will be divided equally among the institutions
unless requested otherwise in the Grant Proposal
Budget spreadheet (items x and xi).

NCARB does not place any other restrictions on the use
of NCARB Grant funds other than to provide guidance
that the funds are to be used for work that results in
interaction between students and practitioners to achieve

NCARB Grant objectives.

Review and Notification of Awards

A total of $75,000 will be available for up to seven grants
to support new for-credit curricular initiatives that inte-
grate practice and education in the academy, raise aware-
ness of the architect’s responsibility for the public health,
safety, and welfare, and address specific criteria of the

2011 NCARB Grant Program.

NCARB Grant for the Integration of Practice and Education in the Academy
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The NCARB Practice Education Committee will review
all eligible proposals and determine the award amounts
for each NCARB Grant. NCARB reserves the right not to
make any awards based on the quality of proposals. The
committee will meet in November 2011; NCARB Grant
recipients will be announced in November 2011 and the
committee’s decisions will be communicated by letter to
all applicants in early December 2011.

Each grant is for a one-year time period; projects must
begin in January 2012 and be developed in time for the
class/seminar/studio to be offered no later than the 2012
fall term. Any request for an extension of the project
development or the project implementation time pe-

riod must be made in writing no later than three months
before the beginning of the time period. Any request for
an extension of the interim report or final report deadline
must be made in writing to the NCARB Education Direc-
torate no later than three months prior to the deadline.

Grants will be payable to the academic division (school,
department, etc.) that houses the NAAB-accredited pro-
gram or candidate program. Grants will be made in two
equal payments; 50 percent of the total amount upon an-
nouncement of the award and 50 percent upon approval
of the interim report. Alternate payment schedules will be
considered only if explained and justified in the Proposal
Budget. If a joint proposal from two or more architecture
departments/schools in different institutions is selected
for an award, the award amount will be divided equally.
Alternate division of award amounts will be considered
only if explained and justified in the Proposal Budget.

In addition to awards, each recipient institution(s) will
receive an award certificate and a letter that outlines
specific terms and conditions of the 2011 NCARB Grant
Program. These terms include submission of interim and
final reports and supporting documents, which will be

published by NCARB.
